5.4 Door alarm

For refrigerator and freezer compartment
If the door is open longer then 60 s, the audible alarm sounds.

The audible alarm is automatically silenced when the door is
closed.

5.4.1 Muting the door alarm

The audible alarm can be muted when the door is open. The
sound switch-off function is active as long as the door is left open.
P Press alarm button (7).

> The door alarm is silenced.

5.5 Temperature alarm
The audible alarm sounds if the freezer temperature is not cold
enough.

The temperature display flashes at the same time.
The cause of the temperature being too high may be:




Control

- warm fresh food was placed inside

- too much warm ambient air flowed in when rearranging and
removing food

- power failure for some time

- the appliance is faulty

The audible alarm is automatically silenced and the temperature
display stops flashing when the temperature is sufficiently cold
again.

If the alarm status persists, proceed as indicated in the section
on troubleshooting.

5.5.1 Muting the temperature alarm

The audible alarm can be muted. When the temperature is suf-
ficiently cold again, the alarm function is active again.

5.6 Refrigerator compartment

The natural circulation of air in the refrigerator compartment re-
sults in zones differing in temperature. Itis coldest directly above
the vegetable drawers and at the rear wall. It is warmest at the
top front of the compartment and in the door.

5.6.1 Food refrigeration

Note

The energy consumption increases and the cooling performance
decreases if the ventilation is inadequate.

» Always keep the air slits of the fan free.

» Store perishable food such as ready-to-serve dishes, meat
products and sausages in the coldest zone. Place butter, eggs
and preserves in the upper area and in the door. (see also the
section on the appliance at a glance)

» Use recyclable plastic, metal, aluminium and glass containers
and cling film for wrapping.

P Use the front area of the refrigerator compartment floor only
for briefly putting down cooled products, e.g. when rearrang-
ing and sorting. However do not leave cooled products there
otherwise they may be pushed back or tipped over when the
door is closed.

» Do not store food too close together to enable good air circu-
lation.

» Tosafeguard bottles from tipping over: move the bottle holder.

5.6.2 Setting the temperature in the refrigerator
compartment

The temperature can be setfrom 11 °Cto 2 °C, the recommended

temperature is 5 °C.

» Fora higher temperature setting: press Up button, refrigerator
compartment (70).

» For a lower temperature setting: press Down button, refriger-
ator compartment (9).

D> The first time the button is pressed, the value set so far is in-
dicated in the refrigerator compartment temperature display.

» To change the temperature in 1 °C steps: briefly press the
button.

» To change the temperature continuously: hold down the but-
ton.

D> The value is displayed flashing during the setting operation.

D> The actual temperature is displayed about 5 s after the last
press of a button. The temperature slowly adjusts to the new
value.

5.6.3 SuperCool

With SuperCool you switch to the highest cooling performance
to reach lower cooling temperatures. Use SuperCool to rapidly
cool large amounts of food.

When SuperCool is activated, the fan runs.

The SuperCool function uses slightly more energy.

Cooling with SuperCool

P Briefly press SuperCool button (72).

D> The SuperCool button (72) lights up.

D> The cooling temperature drops to the coldest value. Super-
Cool is activated.

D> SuperCool is automatically deactivated after 6 to12 hours The
appliance continues to operate in the energy-saving, normal
mode.

To prematurely deactivate SuperCool

P Briefly press SuperCool button (72).
D> The SuperCool button (72) goes out.
> SuperCool is deactivated.

5.6.4 Fan

With the fan you can rapidly cool large quantities of fresh food or
achieve a relatively even distribution of temperature across all
the storage levels.

The forced-air cooling is to be recommended:

- at high room temperature (from approx. 30 °C)

- at high humidity

The forced-air cooling uses slightly more energy. To save ener-
gy, the fan switches off automatically when the door is open.

Switching on the fan

P Briefly press the fan button (73).

D> The fan button shines.

> The fan is active. It switches on automatically when the com-
pressor runs.

To switch off the fan

P Briefly press the fan button (73).
D> The fan button goes out.
D> The fan is switched off.

5.6.5 Relocating the shelves

The shelves have stops preventing them from being unintention-
ally pulled out.

P Insert shelf with the raised edge pointing upwards at the back.
D> The food does not freeze onto the rear wall.

5.6.6 Using the sectioned shelf

Fig. 32*
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Control

P The glass shelf with stop face (2) has to be at the back.

5.6.7 Moving the storage rack

Always remove the butter and cheese

compartment together with the lid.

» To remove lid: Press one side part of
the butter and cheese compartment
outwards until the lid pin is clear and

then remove the lid sideways.

5.6.8 Removing the bottle holder

P Always take hold of the bottle holder on
the plastic part.

5.7 Freezer compartment

You can store frozen food, make ice cubes and freeze fresh food
in the freezer compartment.

5.7.1 Freezing food

The maximum load for an individual drawer and the plate is
25 kg frozen food.

A vacuum is generated after the door is closed. After closing the
door, wait for about 1 minute and then it opens more easily.

A CAUTION

Risk of injury due to broken glass!

Bottles and cans containing drinks may burst when being frozen.
This applies particularly to sparkling drinks.

» Do not freeze bottles and cans containing drinks!

In order that the food is rapidly frozen through to the core, do not
exceed the following quantities per pack:

- Fruit, vegetables up to 1 kg

- Meatupto2.5kg

P Pack the food in portions in freezer bags, reusable plastic,
metal or aluminium containers.

5.7.2 Thawing food

- inthe refrigerator compartment

- atroom temperature

- in a microwave oven

- ina conventional or fan oven

» Food once thawed should be re-frozen only in exceptional
cases.

5.7.3 Setting the temperature in the freezer com-
partment

The appliance is pre-set for normal operation.

The temperature can be set between -16 °C and -26 °C/ Australia
model -14 °C and -26 °C, the recommended temperature is
-18°C.*

The temperature can be set between -16 °C and -26 °C, the rec-

ommended temperature is -18 °C.

P To set the temperature higher: press Up button, freezer com-
partment (5).

P To set the temperature lower: press Down button, freezer
compartment (4).

D> When the button is pressed the first time, the previous value
is indicated in the temperature display of the freezer compart-
ment.

P To change the temperature in 1 °C steps: briefly press the
button.

-or-

P To change the temperature continuously: hold down the but-
ton.

D> The value is displayed flashing during the setting operation.

D> The actual temperature is displayed about 5 s after the last
press of a button. The temperature slowly adjusts to the new
value.

5.7.4 SuperFrost

With this function you can freeze fresh food quickly through to
the core. The appliance operates with maximum refrigeration.
The noise of the refrigeration unit may be temporarily louder as
aresult.

The maximum amount of fresh food which can be frozen in 24 h
is indicated on the type plate under "freezing capacity ... kg/
24h". This amount varies according to the model and climate rat-

ing.
Freezing with SuperFrost
You do not have to activate SuperFrost in the following cases:

- when placing frozen food in the freezer

- when freezing up to about 2 kg fresh food a day

P Briefly press the SuperFrost button (2) once.

D> The SuperFrost button (2) shines.

D> The freezer temperature drops, the appliance operates with
maximum refrigerating performance.

For a small amount of food:

P wait about 6 h.

P Place the fresh food in the top drawers.
For the maximum amount of food:

P wait about 24 h.

» Place wrapped food straight on the shelves and, once frozen,
put it into the drawers.

D> SuperFrost is automatically deactivated. Depending on the
quantity placed inside, after 30 h at the earliest, 65 h at the
latest. *

D> Freezing is concluded.

D> The SuperFrost button (2)is dark.

D> The appliance continues to operate in the energy-saving, nor-
mal mode.

5.7.5 Drawers

Note

The energy consumption increases and the cooling performance
decreases if there is insufficient ventilation.

For appliances with NoFrost:

P Leave the bottom drawer in the appliance!

P Always keep the air slits of the fan free at the rear wall!
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Control

» To store frozen food directly on the shelves: pull the drawer
forwards and lift it out.

5.7.6 Shelves

» To remove the shelf: lift up at the front and
pull out.

» To put the shelf back: simply push in as far
as it will go.

5.7.7 VarioSpace

Apart from being able to remove
the drawers, you can also remove
the shelves, creating space for
large items of frozen food. Poul-
try, meat, large pieces of game
and high bakery products can be
frozen in one piece and prepared.
» The maximum load of frozen
food for an individual drawer or
shelf is 25 kg.

The figures indicate the storage time in months for several types
of frozen food in each case. Storage times given are guide times.

5.7.9 Freezer tray

The freezer tray allows you to freeze berries, herbs, vegetables
and other small items of food without them sticking together.
Items being frozen will largely retain their shape, and it will be
easier to remove exactly the right quantity later on.

In addition, you can store the cold storage accumulators in the
freezer tray to save space.

Using the freezer tray

» Spread the items out loosely
on the freezer tray.

» Attach the freezer tray in one
of the upper drawers.

» Allow the food to freeze
through for 10to 12 h.

» Transfer the frozen food to
freezer bags or containers.

» Store freezer bags or containers in a drawer.

» To thaw the items, spead them out loosely again.

5.7.10 Cold storage accumulators

You can freeze and store the cold
storage accumulators either in
the freezer tray or in the ceiling of
the freezer compartment, de-
pending on type of appliance. *

It is possible for cold storage ac-
cumulators to be frozen in the
ceiling only in appliances without
NoFrost module!*
With the top drawer re-
moved:

P to insert cold storage accu-
mulators: slide cold storage
accumulator into the top
back of the freezer com-
partment ceiling and snap
into place at the front.

With the top drawer re-
moved:

P to remove cold storage ac-
cumulators: take hold of the
cold storage accumulator at
the side and press it down
for removal.

5.7.11 IceMaker*

The IceMaker is in the top drawer of the freezer compartment.
The drawer is marked "lceMaker".
Make certain that the following conditions are met:

- The appliance is level.

- The appliance is connected.

- The freezer compartment is switched on.

- The IceMaker is connected to the water supply.

Switching on the IceMaker*

Producing ice cubes*

The production capacity depends on the freezer temperature.
The lower the temperature, the more ice cubes can be produced
in a specific period.

Maintenance

The ice cubes drop out of the IceMaker into the drawer. When a
certain filling level is reached, no more ice cubes are produced.

If large quantities of ice cubes are needed, the complete Ice-
Maker drawer can be exchanged for the adjacent drawer. When
the drawer is closed, the IceMaker automatically re-commences
production.

Once the IceMaker has been switched on for the first time, it may
take up to 24 hours until the first ice cubes are produced.

& CAUTION

Risk of damage to health!

» Do not consume or use the first three loads of ice cubes. This
applies if the appliance is used for the first time and if it has
been out of use for a long time. This ensures that the water
line is thoroughly rinsed.

6 Maintenance

6.1 Defrosting with NoFrost*

The NoFrost system automatically defrosts the appliance.
Refrigerator compartment:

The defrost water evaporates due to the compressor heat. Drops

of water on the rear wall are perfectly normal.

» Regularly clean the drain opening to allow the water to flow
away. (see section on cleaning the appliance)

Freezer compartment:

The moisture condenses on the evaporator, is periodically de-
frosted and evaporates.
» The appliance does not have to be manually defrosted.

6.2 Manual defrosting*

The refrigerator compartment is defrosted automatically. The

defrost water evaporates as a result of the heat of the compres-

sor. Drops of water on the rear wall are perfectly normal.

» Regularly clean the drain opening to allow the water to flow
away. (see section on cleaning)

A layer of frost or ice can build up in the freezer compartment
after a long period of operation.

The layer of frost or ice builds up faster if the appliance is opened

often or if the food is warm when placed inside. However, a thick

layer of ice will increase the appliance's energy consumption.

You should therefore defrost the appliance regularly.

» Switch on SuperFrost one day before defrosting.

D> The frozen goods are provided with a "cold reserve".

» Switch off the appliance.

D> The temperature display goes out.

> If the temperature display does not go out, the child lock func-
tion (see section on child lock) is active.

» Pull out the power plug or switch off the fuse.

P Place cold storage accumulators on top of the frozen food.

P If possible, put the frozen goods in the freezer drawer, wrap-
ped in newspaper or a blanket, and store in a cool place.

» Half-fill the two lower drawers with r ot L”
lukewarm water and put them in the ./
appliance. -

D> Defrosting is speeded up.

D> Defrost water is collected in the drawers.

P Leave the door of the appliance open while defrosting.

P Pay attention that the defrost water does not run into the kitch-
en unit.

P If necessary, pick up defrost water several times, using a
sponge or cloth.

P Clean the appliance (see section on cleaning) and rub dry.

6.3 Cleaning the appliance.

Before cleaning:

A CAUTION

Risk of injury and damage as a result of hot steam!
Hot steam may damage the surfaces and cause burns.
» Do not use any steam cleaners!

ATTENTION

Incorrect cleaning damages the appliance!

» Do not use cleaning agents in concentrated form.

P Do not use any scouring or abrasive sponges or steel wool.

» Do not use any cleaning agents containing sand, chloride,
chemicals or acid.

» Do not use chemical solvents.

» Do not damage or remove the type plate on the inside of the
appliance. It is important for the customer service.

» Do not pull off, bend or damage cables or other components.

» Do not allow any cleaning water to enter the drain channel,
ventilation grille or electrical parts.

P Empty the appliance.
» Pull out the power plug.

- Use soft cleaning cloths and a multi-purpose clean-
ing agent with neutral pH value.

- Only use food compatible cleaning and care agents
on the inside of the appliance.

Outside surfaces and interior:

P Clean the plastic surfaces, outside and inside, by hand using
lukewarm water and a little washing-up liquid.

P To clean the drain opening: remove il
any deposits with a fine instrument, u
e.g. a cotton bud.

Items of equipment:

P Clean items of equipment by hand with lukewarm water and
a little washing-up liquid.

P For cleaning, remove the support rails for the half-sized glass
shelves.

P To dismantle the shelves: remove the
trims and side parts.

P To dismantle the storage rack: re-
move the protective film from the dec-
orative trims.

After cleaning:

» Wipe dry the appliance and items of equipment.

P Connect the appliance and switch it on again.

P Activate SuperFrost . (see section on SuperFrost)
When the temperature is sufficiently cold:

P Put the food back inside.
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Malfunction

6.4 Cleaning the IceMaker*

Fig. 35

The IceMaker has to be switched on.

» Pull out the drawer and remove the ice cubes.

» Clean the drawer with warm water and mild washing-up liquid.

» When the drawer is pulled out, hold down the On/Off button
(about 10 seconds).

D> After about 1 s the LED goes out, the IceMaker is switched off.

D> After about 10 s the LED flashes for about 60 s.

» Slide in the drawer while the LED is flashing.

D> The ice-cube tray of the IceMaker turns to a skew position.

» Remove the drawer.

» Cleantheice cube tray with warm water. If necessary, use mild
washing-up liquid. Then rinse.
Switch the IceMaker on again.

» Press the ON/OFF button until the LED shines, then slide in
the drawer.

D> The IceMaker starts producing ice cubes.
If washing-up liquid was used:

» throw away the first three loads of ice cubes to get rid of any
remaining washing-up liquid.

7 Malfunction

Your appliance is designed and manufactured for a long life span
and reliable operation. If a malfunction nonetheless occurs dur-
ing operation, check whether it is due to a handling error. In this
case you will have to be charged for the costs incurred, even
during the warranty period. You may be able to rectify the follow-
ing faults yourself:

Appliance does not work.

— The appliance is not switched on.

P Switch on the appliance.

— The power plug is not properly inserted in the wall socket.
p» Check power plug.

— The fuse of the wall socket is not in order.

p Check fuse.

The compressor runs for a long time.

— The compressor switches to a low speed when little cold is
needed. Although the running time is increased as a result,
energy is saved.

This is normal in energy-saving models.

SuperFrost is activated.

The compressor runs for longer in order to rapidly cool the

food. This is normal.

— SuperCool is activated.

» The compressor runs for longer in order to rapidly cool the
food. This is normal.

A bubbling and gurgling noise

— This noise comes from the refrigerant flowing in the refriger-
ation circuit.

P The sound is normal.

A quiet clicking noise

— Thenoiseis produced whenever the refrigeration unit (motor)
automatically switches on or off.

» The sound is normal.

A hum. ltis briefly a little louder when the refrigeration unit

(the motor) switches on.

— The refrigeration increases automatically when the Super-
Frost, function is activated, fresh food has just been placed
in the appliance or the door has been left open for a while.

» The sound is normal.

— The refrigeration increases automatically when the Super-
Cool function is activated, fresh food has just been placed in
the appliance or the door has been left open for a while.

» The sound is normal.

— The ambient temperature is too high.

P See section on range of appliance use

A low hum

— The sound is produced by air flow noise of the fan.
» The sound is normal.

Vibratory noise

— The appliance is not standing firmly on the floor. As a result,
adjoining units or objects are set into vibration by the running
refrigeration unit.

P Move bottles and containers apart.

Flow sound at the soft stop mechanism.
— The noise is produced when the door is opened and closed.
» The sound is normal.

The temperature display indicates: ro to Fs.

— Thereis a fault.

P Contact the customer service. See the section on mainte-
nance.

The temperature display indicates: n#

— The freezer temperature rose too high over the last hours or
days due to a power failure or power interruption. When the
power interruption is over, the appliance will continue to op-
erate in the last temperature setting.
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Decommissioning

» Press alarm button (7).

D> The warmest temperature reached during the power failure
will appearinthe temperature display for about 60 s. After that,
the actual temperature in the freezer will re-appear.

» To prematurely cancel the display of the warmest tempera-
ture: press alarm button (7).

P Leave the door open to prevent odour.

9 Disposing of the appliance

The appliance contains some reusable materials
and should be disposed of properly - not simply with
unsorted household refuse. Appliances which are no
longer needed must be disposed of in a professional
and appropriate way, in accordance with the current
local regulations and laws. —
When disposing of the appliance, ensure that the refrigeration
circuit is not damaged to prevent uncontrolled escape of the re-
frigerant it contains (data on type plate) and oil.

P Disable the appliance.
